Description:

6 artists will be offering their art/craft for sale from the trunk of their car, tailgate style. Additional displays can be set up alongside the car. Craft show tents can also be used to cover the car and additional displays. The NAA will offer beer and wine for sale. The NAA will also have their galleries open for business. A food truck is being sought to offer snacks/dinner during the event and some bar style tables will be on hand for diners. There is a raindate of the next day for each event. 
Applications: Artist must apply for space and provide 3-5 images of their work to be sold. Artists will be notified within a week of their application regarding acceptance into this event. Artists must be available to attend both the Friday night event and the next day raindate if it becomes necessary. There is no fee to apply. 

Set up: You are responsible for bringing all materials needed to create your space. We recommend setting up in the back of a car with it facing out, but that is not required. We also recommend you prepare for possible inclement weather. Please cover tables to the ground to hide storage containers for a professional look. If setting up a tent, please bring weights, as you may experience wind.

Promotion: We will advertise via our website and social media your participation in this event. Please provide good quality images (less than 2MB each and clear descriptions for us to use in promoting you.

Guidelines
Artist Fee: $25 per event. Indicate on application which dates you are interested in.
Payment of artist fee must be made at time of application. The fee will be returned to those not accepted.
Commission: There is no commission on sold work. Artist collects all money from sales. It’s unknown what wifi coverage may be available in the area, so plan accordingly when choosing methods of payment.
Jury/Acceptance: The NAA staff and a gallery representative will jury the work and notify you within one week of application whether you are accepted.
Acceptance Criteria
· This event is a fine art and craft market. Both fine and functional work will be considered.
· Work must be the member artist’s original design and of professional quality. All work must be originally created by the artist and made by the artist’s own hand or printer. Artists can sell prints and giclees of their original work. They may also sell reproductions of their original work.
· Work will be judged on originality, craftsmanship, and salability. This show is likely to benefit those who have work priced at $50 and below. This is a new event for us and we cannot guarantee sales.
Required Materials
1) Application & Fee
The attached application and artist fee must be submitted to the NAA at least 3 days before the date being requested. 
2) Images
· All applicants must submit 3–5 images, suitable for publication, that are representative of the work the artist wishes to show and sell at the event. Images must fully represent the scope of your work to be sold. If an artist wishes to show different mediums at the market, (i.e. sculpture and watercolors), images of each must be provided. All images must be supplied in digital format, as a jpeg or TIFF file no smaller than 500K and no larger than 2MB per image.
